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Irish History

Morgan Llywelyn continues her pattern: the old Brendan tries to write of his life in an orderly chronological way, but he is often
interrupted by memories of his most famous voyage.

As a novice at Tearmon Eirc, Brendan heard the bishop tell of his conversion to Christianity. Erc had been at the court of Laoghaire
at Tara, convening with the other brehons. A famine was on the land, and it was hoped that the new fire on the Feast of Bealtaine
would recall the sun and life. All other fires were extinguished, and the penalty of death awaited anyone who lit another before the
one on Tara. But the court saw another burning on the nearby Hill of Slane. The Chief Brehon warned that unless it was extinguished
the same day, it would blaze forever in Ireland. Laoghaire sent his chariots and charioteers to Slane to kill the firestarter. That was
how Erc came to know Patrick, and Erc himself was changed forever.

The student Brendan acquired an enemy, Ninnidh, and a friend, Ruan. Brendan knew that he hated Ninnidh, but didn't understand
why. Ruan was unlike Brendan - Ruan hated fishing and wanted to learn to read and write so he could be a monk. Brendan, on the
other hand, stole time from his studies to fish. The fish he caught supplemented the frugal diet that Erc prescribed for his wife Eithne
and for Brendan and his sister Brige.

The old Brendan recalled the second landing on their voyage. They came to an island on Holy Thursday. There were no people there,
but sheep as large as cattle. They celebrated Divine Service there, and then sailed on. In 496 Pope Gelasius appointed Erc Bishop of
Slane. Erc and his household were astonished. They traveled in an oxcart across Ireland, still largely pagan.

The next landing of Brendan the Navigator and his companions was on an island they called the Paradise of the Birds. Doves worked
as spirits doing God's work through the year, but returned to their island for holy days. They and the monks sang the canonical hours
together from Easter to Pentecost. The birds departed at Pentecost. After replenishing their supplies, so did Brendan and his crew.

Erc, Eithne, Brendan and Brige reached Slane three days before Christmas. a large church and an impressive complex of living
quarters had been prepared for them. Eithne moved into an easier life. Erc found a new youth in himself. He traveled through his
diocese, planning parishes and a monastery. The king visited Slane at Epiphany.

A deputation of nuns arrived on the first day of Spring. Leading it was Brigid, the Abbess of Cill Dara (Kildare), known as the Mary
of the Gael. She made everyone comfortable, and gave Eithne a cross woven of rushes. Among the nuns was Ita, Brendan's first
teacher. Brendan had always had a crush on Ita. He caught her alone, and, to her astonishment, he proposed marriage. Laughter
rippled out of her, and Brendan turned and ran. Several days later he wrote her a letter of apology. Rome had not appointed a bishop
for Erc's old diocese, so he took charge of both. Brendan accompanied him on these visits.

In the year 500, while other important events were taking place in Christendom, Eithne breathed her last. She was buried clasping
Brigid's cross. The heaviness of years returned to Erc. Erc sent Brendan on a pilgrimage, walking around Ireland. Brendan learned
much from the other travelers he met. He learned too during his silent times. Sometimes he was confronted by pagans and learned
form them, but more often was surprised by the various forms of monasticism he found. He came to the view that the Irish were
making up their Christianity as they went along.

The aged Brendan recalled his crew's next landing. They found a fortress, but no living being. The fortress was stocked with food,
drink and other comforts, and Brendan and his monks made use of them. But one of the three uninvited monks stole a goblet, and
died as a result. The rest buried him, and they sailed on. Their next landing was on a rocky island. It contained a monastery founded
eighty years before. Its monks maintained silence except to welcome visitors. Brendan would gladly have stayed there, but the abbot
would not allow it. He said that Brendan was meant to return to Ireland and to be buried there. The voyage continued.
